Image & Social Media Policy

Introduction

As a group we would like to use photos or videos taken during our activities to promote & celebrate the events of Broughton Scouts.

We hope to have many opportunities to use photographs of section activities to enhance the content of our private Facebook page. We request that you consider allowing us to use media content featuring our young people to promote events and celebrate success, though we do understand that for personal or child protection reasons you may not wish you child to appear in published pictures. It is Scout Association best practice to have permission from Beaver, Cub and Scout parents/guardians before publication of media images taken of young people, whilst undertaking scouting activities. You will be asked to complete a Photographic Image Preferencing Form so that we can record and follow your wishes. 

Media images taken and controlled by Broughton Scouts will be published on our own private Facebook site, which is open only to direct family and members of the group and new joiners to the private site are vetted by a Scout leader before gaining access - even if they are proposed by an existing member of the group. A limited number of group shots of Scouts (not individuals) will be published on our group website, our open Facebook page, on the church noticeboard and occasionally we will forward group photographs to other scouting media outlets or to the local press; mainly the Broughton Spurtle. Where we publish media we will take care to ensure that no names are included in the related articles or captions, e.g. we will normally use captions like “The Scouts visiting McDonald Road Fire Station” etc. We follow the following guidelines when publishing any image or media:

Group Image Guidelines

1. We will never publish personal details with any photo image used (individual names, addresses, email, etc.)*

2. We will endeavour to remove identifying metadata from images (e.g. location, comments etc.)*

3. The content of all images will be considered for good taste and adherence to Scout Association Policy, Organisation & Rules guidelines before publication.

4. We will endeavour to publish images of groups of Scouts (three or more) to publicise Scouting related events to avoid individuals from being singled-out, however from time to time individual photographs may be published to celebrate personal achievement, either via social media or in local media.  We will seek permission to do this. 

5. If we inadvertently publish material on any of our social media outlets without parental permission, we will promptly remove it after it is brought to our attention. (Please e-mail 11thenescouts@gmail.com to alert the web-master)

6. We ask Scouts and parents to show consideration for personal privacy when taking images at Scout run events, e.g. do not publish images of other young people on social media without the verbal permission of their parents. See Social Media Guidelines below. 

7. We ask parents to only copy images that include their own children from our sites, and to show consideration for the wishes of other parents if distributing images. If a parent asks us, or another parent, to remove an image from publication, we shall do so promptly and ask all parents to do the same. (Use the e-mail address above to alert us). 

8.  To promote the group and key events, the group may upload a selection of photos into albums on the public Facebook page however the photo selection will follow the guidelines above.

9.  The group will not proactively tag any individual in photos however, individuals may tag themselves and, with permission, others.

Social Media = Facebook, Twitter, Pinterest and other social media streams set up by the leadership team.

Social Media Guidelines

The group has no control over the use of images on parent or Scouts’ own social media sites (e.g. Facebook, Flikr, Instagram, Twitter etc.)  These sites may be used by their owners to publish images or other media, and individuals are responsible for the content of their own social media account. However, we request that parents and Scouts are mindful of any content posted to these sites and that any pictures set in a scouting context should not place young people at-risk or bring the Group or the Scout Association into disrepute. We ask that you respect the wishes of other parents and if they ask for their child’s picture to be removed from a media outlet, you do so promptly. If in doubt, don't publish it.
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
